Personal Curriculum and Suggested Roles and Responsibilities
A Personal Curriculum shall be developed by a group that includes at least the following:

Pupil, Parent(s) or legal guardian, a teacher from the student’s high school, the pupil’s high school counselor/designee (Section 1233 or 1233a) selected by the high school principal.  For student’s receiving special education services, a school psychologist should also be included in this group (House Bill 6247 p. 6 lines 12- 19).  
Suggested roles of each participant may include the following:

	Title
	Suggested Role in the development of the Personal Curriculum



	Pupil
	The pupil shares aspirations and personal goals for their future.  
· Emancipated minor may initiate a request for the Personal Curriculum.

· Share future career goals (EDP).

· Express success and strengths in learning.
· Identify difficulties within academic areas.
· What works for the student? Identify their Leaning style. 
· Actively participate in the development of the Personal Curriculum. 



	Parent/Guardian
	The parent/guardian shares their perceptions of their child’s aspirations and personal goals for their future.  They share their own aspirations and goals for their child’s future.

· Initiate a request for a Personal Curriculum for their child.
· Express their goals for their child’s future.  

· Express perception of their child’s strengths in learning. 

· Identify perceived difficulties in learning.
· Share what they think works for their child. Actively participate in the development of the Personal Curriculum and identify how the PC supports achievement of their child’s goals.
· Identify mode of communication to receive quarterly feedback on their child’s progress toward the PC goals and make at least quarterly contact with their child’s teacher to receive information about their child’s progress toward their PC goals.  



	Teacher(s)
	The teacher serves as the content expert for the area of curriculum for which a modification is being considered.  
· Provide a pupil’s parent or legal guardian all options available for student to meet the MMC.

· Serves as the expert for the Michigan Content Expectations for their specific content area of instruction.

· To provide leadership/guidance in the identification of essential learning components of the curriculum.

· Provides leadership and guidance in identifying instructional strategies and resources that supports the student’s learning based on their identified strengths.

· Verifies that the PC incorporates as much of the subject area content expectations as is practicable for the pupil and is consistent with the requirements as established by the board of education for attainment of credit. 

· Provides leadership and guidance to establish measurable goals and a method to evaluate whether the pupil achieved these goals while enrolled in high school.
· Verifies that the PC incorporates as much of the subject area content expectations as is practicable for the pupil and is consistent with the requirements as established by the board of education for attainment of credit.

· Assure that the PC developed aligns with the pupil’s educational development plan.
· Work with the parent to establish a mode of communication and provide at least quarterly updates to the parent/guardian on their child’s progress toward their PC goals.



	Special Education Teacher


	For students with an IEP a special education teacher should participate in the PC group meeting as they serve as the expert in the area of the student’s disability.
· Provide a pupil’s parent or legal guardian all options available for student to meet the MMC.
· Serves as the expert in the area of disability and instructional modifications/accommodations needed to support student achievement/success.

· To provide support in the identification of essential learning components of the curriculum.

· Provides leadership and guidance in identifying instructional strategies and resources that supports the student’s learning based on their identified strengths and disability.

· Verifies that the PC incorporates as much of the subject area content expectations as is practicable for the pupil and is consistent with the requirements as established by the board of education for attainment of credit. 

· Provides leadership and guidance to establish measurable goals and a method to evaluate whether the pupil achieved these goals while enrolled in high school.

· Assure that the PC developed aligns with the pupil’s educational development plan.

· Assure that the PC developed is consistent with the pupil’s individualized education program (IEP).

· Work with the parent to establish a mode of communication and provide at least quarterly updates to the parent/guardian on their child’s progress toward their PC goals.

	Counselor/designee
	The counselor or designee serves as the facilitator for the group determining eligibility for, development of and possible revisions to a student’s Personal Curriculum.  

· Provide a pupil’s parent or legal guardian all options available to meeting the MMC.
· Review PC request with the building administrator/principal. 

· Determine if PC request is permissible/viable.

· Schedule the PC meeting including required participants.

· Facilitate group PC meeting. 

· Assure that the PC developed aligns with the pupil’s educational development plan.

· Assure that the PC developed is consistent with the pupil’s individualized education program (IEP).

· Verify that the PC incorporates as much of the subject area content expectations as is practicable for the pupil and is consistent with the requirements as established by the board of education for attainment of credit. 

· Assist in developing measurable goals and a method to evaluate whether the pupil achieved these goals while enrolled in high school.

· Develop tracking system that identifies student’s with a Personal Curriculum and attainment of identified goals


	School Psychologist
	The school psychologist serves as the expert of diagnostic information and resources related to the student’s disability and impact on student learning. 
· Share information related to the student’s diagnostic information and the impact of their disability/profile on their learning in the identified curricular area.
· Provides leadership and guidance in identifying instructional strategies and resources that supports the student’s learning based on their identified strengths and disability.

· Verifies that the PC incorporates as much of the subject area content expectations as is practicable for the pupil and is consistent with the requirements as established by the board of education for attainment of credit. 

· Provides leadership and guidance to establish measurable goals and a method to evaluate whether the pupil achieved these goals while enrolled in high school.

· Assure that the PC developed aligns with the pupil’s educational development plan.

· Assure that the PC developed is consistent with the pupil’s individualized education program (IEP).
