MASA has heard many concerns from its members about the errors being reported on the criminal conduct list sent to school districts last week by the State. As a result of ongoing conversations between MASA, the Michigan Department of Education and the Governor’s office, we have been notified that Governor Jennifer M. Granholm has ordered the Michigan State Police to do free fingerprinting for all school employees who believe their name appears in error on the list. 
 
If the employee claims to be listed in error, the MDE has recommended that you validate their claim by completing an I-CHAT investigation (free for schools), and follow up with fingerprinting. At first, many State Police posts were turning away school employees and directing them to the Identix sites instead. Now, following the Governor’s order, State Police should be able to do the fingerprinting at no charge. 
 
Although we don’t have any specific or official instructions yet, we would recommend that you send the employee with a request for fingerprinting printed on school letterhead to ensure that the State Police have no question as to the validity of the request for free fingerprinting. 
 
We will keep you informed as new information becomes available. Please let us know if you have additional problems, at State Police stations or elsewhere, and we will continue to advocate on your behalf.
